Aggie Hampton, League Administrator, welcomed the crowd of approximately 70 people.  She began by stating that the purpose of our league was to have fun.  The officers were then introduced.

Pat Feck, representing the Central Kentucky Ladies Golf Association, made the announcement that they are accepting new members this year after being closed for a number of years.  You have to have a handicap of 18 or less to join.  Anyone wishing to join was asked to contact Pat or Barbara Reynolds.

Aggie gave an overview of the contents of our new Web site - www.jhlga.org - and recognized Michele Brown as our web coordinator.

Aggie thanked the officers and those who volunteer to do specific jobs throughout the year:  Brad Reynolds for the drink cart; Pam Rhodes for being our Care Contact; Audie Rodgers for matching up score cards, etc; Michele Brown for entering the scores each week; and Kirk Schooley, JHGC Golf Pro, for all that he does.

We then discussed the Late Swingers 2008 Proposed Rules.  Aggie stated that the proposed 2 p.m. starting time needed to be discussed.  Billie Robinson spoke for Shirley Rodgers and members of the Special Events Committee who felt that 2 p.m. was too early.  Below is a summary of the points and the rebuttal.
	Advantages of starting at 2 p.m.
	Disadvantages of starting at 2 p.m.

	1. Early players could be finished and off the course (leaving holes on the back of the course empty) in time for the after-work rush.


2. Early players are finished playing so they may serve as course rangers and help with the after-work rush.

Rebuttal:
	1. Course conditions are different in 3 hours.
 

2. Less opportunity to get to know other golfers.


3. When starting holes are not busy, non-league players may cut in. 

Rebuttal:  It was noted that course conditions may change no matter the start time; that the nature of this league is such that you will never get to know all other league members unless we had a shotgun start; and non-league players may cut in any time the starting holes aren’t busy - regardless of the league start time.)


After discussion, a vote was taken.   16 voted for starting at 2 p.m.; 3 voted for 2:30; and 13 voted for starting at 3 p.m.  (Not everyone voted because they didn’t have a preference.)   Since the vote was so close, Aggie asked if everyone would like to compromise and start at 2:30.  It was agreed upon.  Aggie stated that we could revisit this at a later date if we saw that there were problems.

Michele Brown, 4-Holer Committee Chair, asked that the 4-Holers arrive by 4:45 p.m. each Thursday to register and load the carts.  They would then assemble on the practice green for a tips and rules session at 

5 p.m. and begin play at 5:15. 

Sign in sheets this year will be simple.  A blue tablet will be used for Division 1, and a yellow tablet will be used for Division 2.  

The Late Swingers By-Laws have been restored in electronic format.  Amendments were presented and adopted unanimously.
