Special Events/Tournaments Committee Meeting

The Special Events/Tournaments Committee met on Tuesday, July 8th, to discuss the upcoming Ladies Club Championship.  Members in attendance were:  Shirley Rodgers, Chair; Billie Robinson, Co-Chair; Linda Dailey, Brenda Shipp, Trish Tyler, Carol Payton, Cathy Kays, Karen Liebman, Connie Sheets, Norma Wigglesworth, Mary Rogers, Lesa Hodge, and Tara Taylor.  Absent were:  Aggie Hampton and Teresa Prather.

Shirley began the meeting by stating that the Juniper Hill Men’s Association would donate $1,000 to the ladies for the Club Championship in return for our assistance during the Governor’s Open.  She stated that she would clarify our role, but in the past, we were asked to provide homemade desserts for Friday and Saturday nights. 

The committee discussed the qualifications for the Ladies Club, which are:

· Be a member of either the Wednesday Ladies league or the Late Swingers league; AND 

· Must have played three times (18 holes) in the Wednesday Ladies league; OR 

· Must have played six times (9 holes) in the Late Swingers league; OR 

· Must have a combination of 2 or 3 above to equal three (3), 18-hole league plays; AND 

· Those with current handicaps must have three (3), 18-hole scores posted in the USGA Golf Handicap Index System for the current year (March - July, 2008).  

· One (1), 18-hole score can be used to qualify by participating in one of the Juniper Hill Golf Association (JHGA) men’s tournaments, providing the score is an actual score – not a scramble, etc., and is posted.
The committee continued by discussing the registration fee and agreed to keep it at $15.  Shirley displayed the crystal that she had purchased and asked for comments.  She continued by reporting that Linda Dailey had suggested Macy’s gift certificates in lieu of crystal and pro shop gift certificates.  Billie Robinson stated that she felt the Ladies Club was a special event and not a regular tournament and that the appropriate gift would be crystal.  She further stated that she felt the ladies owed it to Kirk Schooley to spend money in the pro shop on gift certificates since he is always generous with our ladies leagues.  After discussion, the committee unanimously voted to give crystal and gift certificates for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Low Gross and Low Net, and 1st and 2nd to the 4-holers, however, if the 4-holers had a sufficient number of ladies, the committee may need to award a 3rd place gift as well.  Gifts will be awarded for a par and birdie basket also.

Shirley discussed the Anne Coleman North award, which is presented to the overall low net lady who is 55 or older.  Lesa Hodge agreed to purchase the crystal for this award, and Linda Dailey agreed to ask Ann French Thomas to present the award, since she knew Anne North personally.  It was also decided that the Club Champion and the Anne Coleman North crystal would be engraved.
The committee discussed several options for food and snacks.  Shirley reported that Kirk Schooley would contact Coca Cola to see if they would donate water for Saturday and Sunday and soft drinks for Sunday afternoon.  She added that any other beverages should be purchased by the ladies in order to give Kirk some business.  Shirley also reported that Kirk would get peanut butter and crackers donated again for the ladies.

Shirley stated that in the past, the committee has provided apples and bananas and donuts for Saturday and Sunday.  The committee discussed other options such as bagels, donut holes, bananas and no apples, trail mix. In addition, the committee discussed providing hot hogs and brats, potato chips and cookies for Sunday afternoon, along with soft drinks.  Shirley asked Tara Taylor, Brenda Shipp and Linda Dailey to make recommendations on breakfast snacks, and Connie Sheets to make recommendations on hot dogs, brats, and buns and provide estimated costs at the next meeting.
The committee reviewed the rules for the Ladies Club and agreed that all ladies would tee off from the Red tees.  Shirley added that one rule needed to be added to allow for Sky Caddies to be used.  Lesa Hodge stated that she would review the rules, discuss them with Kirk, and make recommendations for the next meeting.  The committee also recommended that the 4-holers play from the Red tees for the month of July and that no lady be moved up from the 4-holers to prepare for the Ladies Club.
Shirley stated that in the past the committee has provided a gratuity bag of tees, golf balls, and other small tokens to the ladies, and we have solicited 8 or 10 “door prizes” to be given away.  The committee agreed to provide the gratuity bags, but decided against door prizes, except for the Paul Sawyer from Jesse’s Art Gallery and any door prizes that we need to purchase from Kirk in order to spend the excess money left over after all expenses.  Billie stated that the Ladies Club is a joint event for both Wednesday Morning and Thursday Night and no money can be carried forward, but must be spent.  Shirley reported that she had already contacted the banks and credit unions to obtain “free gifts” and would look into purchasing golf balls for the ladies.
Shirley discussed whether we would want to take pictures again this year.  She stated that in years past we had taken a picture of the golf foursomes and some random pictures.  The committee decided on taking pictures of the golf foursomes and random pictures, as well.  Mary Rogers stated that Jeff may be willing to take pictures, and Norma Wigglesworth stated that she would check with Donnie to see if he would be willing to take pictures.

· Print labels for crystal (Championship Flight through Fifth Flight – 1st, 2nd and 3rd Low Gross/Low Net, and Sixth Flight, 1st, 2nd and possibly 3rd – Norma Wigglesworth

· Follow up with Kirk on peanut butter and crackers and water/soft drinks – Mary Rogers

The committee will meet again on Wednesday, July 30th, at 5:00 PM to finalize details for the Ladies Club.  The meeting adjourned at approximately 6:45 PM.
